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- People between the ages of 55 and 64 make up the
biggest age bracket of campers at 42 percent.

- When it comes to choice of campground domiciles, motor
homes lead the way at 43 percent, followed by fifth wheel/
trailers at 38 percent and staying in cabins at 35 percent.

+ Card games rate as the most popular games among
campers at /9 percent. Pen and paper puzzles finish a
distant second at 40 percent.

+ Among the camping activities, walking tops the list at 71
percent, followed by reading books at 67 percent.

+ Hamburgers reign as the most popular food among
campers at nearly 80 percent. Families camping with
kids are twice as likely to roast marshmallows than those
traveling without kids.

- Don't want to miss your must-see TV shows? Well, 65
percent of campers bring televisions with them.

+ More than half of campers (54 percent) take pets on
camping trips. Small dogs lead the way at 47 percent.
Medium dogs and large dogs follow at 30 and 27 percent,
respectively. Cats finish at 13 percent and birds fly in at a
low 2 percent.
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Whether your tip covers a long
weekend or consumes a month or
more, it is advisable to heed some
Fido-friendly advice. Make sure your
dog sports identification tags and mi-
crochips. Trear your dog to a head-
to-tail exam by vour veterinarian and
ensure your dog i§ up-to-dare on all
vaccinations and fleatick medica-
tions.
